	Call to Order
	Sue Raffensperger took Roll Call and those in attendance announced their participation.

	Vote to approve June & July Board Minutes
	Motion made by Ida Gropper with a second by Sue Raffensperger with no discussion. None opposed

	Acceptance of Financial Report posted by Linda Hasselbach
	Derree stated that we don’t need a vote to accept the Financial Reports for this month.

	New Business
	A welcome to Laura Steigelman as a new member of the Board. Laura stated that she is anxious to get started and become a resource to the Chapter.

	2011 Nominations Slate
	Sue Raffensperger reviewed the list of nominees by position which was displayed via copy in the webinar. We do not have a nominee for the VP e-Sig position. A discussion occurred on people contacted to fill the position but none were able to do it. 
Not sure who nominated Jose Rodriguez and he may have nominated himself. Paul Stromberg commented that Linda Hasselbach has really picked up the responsibilities of Finance quickly.  It was suggested that in the future, prior participation on the Finance Committee should be required for consideration as VP Finance.

VP of Public Relations is an open position and we need to clarify if Rachel Wical is eligible for another term as she might have been appointed two years ago. Adrian Greenhut was interviewed today by Sue Raffensperger and is a qualified candidate. Ida Gropper nominated Adrian and feels she would be a welcome addition to the Board.  Sue Raffensperger mentioned that Jennifer Jamison had expressed interest in the PR position and one possibility would be to make Jennifer the VP Public Relations  candidate if Adrian Greenhut were interested in the VP Membership position. Sue Raffensperger has scheduled a call with Rachel Wical this afternoon regarding her interest in becoming a Director. Jennifer clarified that her interest in Public Relations was to serve with Rachel Wical as a Committee Member. Ida was asked if Adrian Greenhut would be interested in the VP of Public Relations (she is currently at FSCJ in a Public Relations role) and Ida commented that Adrian might be interested. 
Betsy Donnelly is the only Director at Large for the time being. 
Marilyn Feldstein suggested looking at the most frequent eSIG attendees for possible VP  E-Sig candidates. Paul will send a list of those potential candidates to Derree.  Another suggestion was to approach Christy Sharpe, VP of Information Technology, to see if any members of her website committee might be appropriate nominees. 
Ida Gropper mentioned that Linda Davis O’Connell had expressed interest in heading a Leadership SIG, but might like to be considered for an eSIG or PR role. Sue Raffensperger will speak with Adrian, Linda, and Christy about their interests and their possible suggestions for other candidates, and will report back to the Board by Friday 8/6 via e-mail so we can finalize the Slate of Nominees.  

There was a discussion as to the process for determining the final slate done by the Nominating Committee to approve the list of candidates and present it to the Membership. This will be clarified. 

The slate needs to be voted on at the August 19th meeting and it has to be distributed to the membership by the 9th of August.
